Advantage Clause  

Advantage is defined in Law V  
 

 The referee shall  refrain 
from penalizing  in cases 
where doing so would be 
giving an advantage to the 
offending team  

 



Advantage Clause  

 éallows play to continue  when the 
team against which an offense has 
been committed  will benefit  from 
such an advantage  

Otherwise, if play is stopped by the 
referee and not allowed to continue, the 
team committing the offense could gain the 
benefit from their own foul act.  



If a  Caution or Send- Off  is 
warranted:  

 

The Law does  NOT  mandate that 
the referee stop play immediatelyé 

 

The referee should deal with 
misconduct at the next stoppage of 

play

Advantage Not Realized  

 

é if the anticipated advantage 
does not develop at that time,  

the referee shall penalize and 
whistle for the original offense
